the historic Good Friday Peace Agreement, negotiated with American support, and ratified by the British and Irish governments, as well as a vote of the entire island of Ireland,


includes provisions for achieving a united Ireland through purely democratic and peaceful means; and

WHEREAS,
in every area that affects the life and well-being of the Irish people, including the economy, education, health, governance and social interaction, a united Ireland offers the best opportunity for peace and prosperity for the Irish nation and its people; and

WHEREAS,
the time has come to end the partition of Ireland in favor of a united, sovereign nation that guarantees equal rights and opportunities for all its citizens;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the City of Baltimore strongly supports Irish reunification and urges both the Maryland State Legislature and the Maryland Congressional delegation to support all peaceful actions that support the final reunification of the island of Ireland by all electoral and diplomatic means necessary.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to the members of the Maryland Congressional Delegation, the members of the Maryland State Legislature, the President and Vice-President of the United States and the U.S. Secretary of State.
